Green Party of Manitoba (GPM) Responses to The Manitoba Psychological Society Election Questionnaire

1) What will your party do to address the significant barriers that exist for Manitobans in accessing psychological and mental health services?

The GPM will work for a strong and expanded medicare to include mental healthcare.  A major plank in the GPM’s platform is the creation of a Guaranteed Annual Income that will reduce the poverty rate in Manitoba by 45 per cent.  Given that financial hardship is a major stressor for low income people, hopefully the GAI will improve the mental health of low income people. 
2) Does your party platform contain anything related to developing new models of mental and behavioural health provision, with the involvement of various health professionals, including psychologists?

To date, the GPM has not addressed this issue and is open to hear from your association about best practice models.  

3) Does your party platform address the need for parity in funding for physical and mental health? If so, how?

Not specifically, other than calling for mental health services to be included in Medicare.
